During the ceremony
worshippers offer incense, a
flower, water, a lamp and blow
a conch shell to ask God for
blessings and to say thank you.

shrine

A lot of Hindus worship
every day at home, at a
shrine in their house.

The shrine is usually kept in
the cleanest room in the
house to show respect to
Brahman . However, the
most important thing is to
make sure that all
members of the family can
take part in daily worship.

The shrine will contain
important objects that are
used for worship. The most
important type of worship
is the puja ceremony, which
uses all five senses.

prasad

Prasad is the offering of food
and water to a deity during
worship (puja)

Most often prasad is
vegetarian food which has
been cooked especially. After
thanksgiving it is shared with
worshippers.

Prasad is offered on a special
plate that is used only for
offering food to God. This plate
should never be used for any
other purpose than offering
food as prasad.
